This program combines essential professional preparation with a broad background in liberal
arts including. The Associate in Criminal Justice is designed to offer students an educational
opportunity useful as preparation for a career in law enforcement, the courtroom workgroup,
corrections and related fields, as well as for further study at the baccalaureate level. The
Massachusetts Board of Higher Education has approved the Criminal Justice program as a Police
Career Incentive Program. Students graduating from the Associate in Science in Criminal Justice will
achieve proficiency in the college-wide learning outcomes.
