Graduates are prepared to take the NBSTSA (National Board of Surgical Technology and Surgical 
Assisting Association) Certifying Examination, which is approved by the NBSTSA Advisory Board.

1. Demonstrate accountability and ethical decision-making as a member of the surgical team; 
2. Demonstrate the value of becoming a life-long learner in the profession; 
3. Communicate effectively and advocate for patient safety as a member of a multi-disciplinary 

surgical team;
